About the Veolia Mulwaree Trust

The Veolia Mulwaree Trust was established to manage and distribute funds for charitable purposes and worthwhile community projects to benefit communities within or surrounding the former Mulwaree Shire Council area. The Trust’s funding is provided by Veolia Environmental Services which operates the Woodlawn Bioreactor near Tarago in Southern NSW.

Objective of the Veolia Mulwaree Trust
The objective of the Veolia Mulwaree Trust is to provide funding which will benefit the community of the former Mulwaree Shire Council area, or a community within a Council area immediately surrounding or adjoining former Mulwaree Shire Council area in Southern NSW. The Veolia Mulwaree Trust area covers the local government areas of Goulburn Mulwaree, Oberon, Palerang, Shoalhaven City, Upper Lachlan Shire, Wingecarribee Shire and Wollondilly Shire.

VEOLIA CREATIVE ARTS SCHOLARSHIP 2012
Veolia Creative Arts Scholarships are available for individuals in the following categories;
Program of arts practice - scholarship $3,000 

One scholarship for a creative artist to further his or her art practice, such as by making/completing a body of work for exhibition, publication, performance, etc.

Program of arts study - scholarship $3,000
One scholarship for a creative artist to undertake a program of arts study in any format, for example, at a tertiary institution or other educational program, through a mentorship program, study tour etc.

Only one application from an individual will be accepted in any one year. 

Who can Apply
Veolia Arts Scholarships are available for Australian citizens or permanent residents aged over 18 years from the Veolia Mulwaree Trust area. 
Applications for the Veolia Creative Arts Scholarship will be accepted from practising artists seeking to develop a body of work, and emerging artists seeking to pursue further study. 

Veolia Creative Arts Scholarships are open to any creative arts discipline including (but not limited to) visual arts and crafts, music, theatre, film and related media, and creative writing.

SCHOLARSHIP Process
Veolia Creative Arts Scholarship applications are initially by expression of interest. Applications will be assessed in accordance with these guidelines. Applications will be deemed ineligible where they do not meet the eligibility criteria.

1. Expressions of interest (EOI) invited. Format - up to 200 words and three examples of work. EOI accepted by mail or hand-delivered. Closing date 21 March 2012.
2. Invitation to submit an application chosen from the expressions of interest. Invited prior to 11 April 2012. Due date 9 May 2012.
3. Applications will be assessed by the scholarship panel. One scholarship will be awarded in each of the two categories.

All applicants will be advised in writing of the outcome of their application approximately four weeks after the submission closing date.  Any decision will be final. 
Guidelines for SCHOLARSHIP Applications
Eligible Veolia Creative Arts Scholarship applications are assessed against the intended outcomes and benefit of the proposal according to the following principal selection criteria:
1. Assessed benefit and merit to;

· enrich the artistic vitality of the Veolia Mulwaree Trust region, and/or
· assist with career development.
2. Experience, ability and support for the application.

Successful scholarship recipients will be ineligible to apply to the Veolia Mulwaree Trust for a period of 24 months. Individuals who are unsuccessful may reapply in the next round. 
Scholarship recipients are required to provide a written report to the Veolia Mulwaree Trust within 12 months of receiving the scholarship.
Eligible and ineligible criteria for scholarship applications

	a. Residents from the local government areas of Goulburn Mulwaree, Palerang, Shoalhaven City, Oberon, Wingecarribee Shire, Upper Lachlan Shire and Wollondilly Shire.
b. Proposals which will be undertaken over the 12 months after receiving the scholarship.

c. Individuals undertaking a course of study at a tertiary institution or relevant organisation including mentorship or accredited training program.

e. Applications for retrospective funding.
f. Applications from individuals who have received scholarship funding from the Veolia Mulwaree Trust in the previous 24 months from the date of the funding agreement.  



The Veolia Mulwaree Trust retains the discretion to fund individuals as it sees fit. 

HOW TO APPLY FOR SCHOLARSHIP FUNDING
Prospective applicants are encouraged to read the guidelines. Submission dates are advertised on the Veolia Mulwaree Trust’s website.
1. Expression of Interest to apply for the Veolia Creative Arts Scholarship
· A written expression of interest, up to 200 words, with up to three examples of recent work or other support material (images, writing examples, CD/DVD) is to be submitted to the Veolia Mulwaree Trust. 
· Expressions of Interest (EOI) will be accepted by mail or hand-delivered and must be received by midday 21 March 2012.

2. Application for the Veolia Creative Arts Scholarship
· Applications will be invited from the Expressions of Interest received.
· Applications must be submitted on the current Veolia Creative Arts Scholarship Application Form. All requested supporting documentation attached.

· Invited applications will be required to submit three hard copies of the completed original application form and all attachments. Stapled photocopies on plain A4 paper are preferred. Supply copies of work only as applications are not returned.

· The Veolia Mulwaree Trust may request further information during the assessment process.

· Applications may be mailed or hand-delivered.

· Applicant’s administration costs will be covered by the applicant.
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
